GREELY COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION
MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 9, 2011

1.0 Bruce Brayman called the meeting to order.

2.0 Bruce Brayman welcomed everyone and everyone introduced themselves.

3.0  The agenda was adopted.

4.0  The minutes of the last meeting were approved.
5.0 Howard Crerar reported that of February 1, 2011 there was $19,560. In the bank.  A deposit was made for the fireworks to take place on July 1, 2011.  The final accounting for the Winter Carnival has not been completed however, it is expected that there was a loss.

6.0 PRESENTATIONS AND DISCUSSIONS

6.1 Report from NROCRC.  Bruce Brayman presented Phil Elwell’s notes.  Phil wished to thank the Winter Carnival non-profit community groups an opportunity to present themselves during activities.  
6.2 The multi ward budget consultations will take place in Osgoode.
6.3  A seniors group in Greely is seeking information on types of and development of apartments for seniors in Greely.  
6.4  The next Greely newsletter is almost complete in draft form.  It is almost full and all ad space has been sold.  Any submissions must be made by March 1. 
7.0 NEW BUSINESS

7.1 The city has again been asked to provide more linkages with paths and parks in Greely.  Emerald Meadows Homeowners Association supports this request as does the Quinn Farm developer. The park in the new development of Cedar Lakes will be moved close to Stagecoach Road to make it easier for all residents of Greely to find and use the park.  A meeting with Doug Thompson, home owners, developers, City Parks and Recreation should be set up.  The City will be asked for maps showing current and proposed development of pathways and parks.
7.2 The city has also been asked to provide more soccer fields in Greely.

7.3 The Girl Guides have asked the GCA for aid in holding their garage sale June 5 or 10 (rain date).  While the GCA cannot provide financial help the event will be listed on the GCA website.

7.4 Kerry Charron provided information on the proposed youth drop in centre.  The new library is scheduled for official openi9ng in March.  The old building currently holding the library needs assessment to determine suitability for a drop in centre.  Volunteers are already on board for the centre.  Doug Thompson has pledged his support.  The community as a whole appears to support the drop in centre.  The group is requesting that they take over the entire building on Parkway Road on condition that this does not prevent them from getting permission to use only the old library site if permission for the whole building is not possible.  Kerry has asked the GCA for a letter of support.  The GCA has agreed and Bruce Brayman will undertake this on behalf of the GCA.  In addition information on the teen drop in centre will be posted on the GCA web site and Kerry Charron listed as the contract.
8.0 COMMITTEE UPDATES

8.1 Canada Day – The contract with BEN fireworks has been signed and a deposit made.

8.2 Winter Carnival – Expenses are up this year and it appears attendance is down.  A loss of approximately $2,000 is expected. The GCA has received some emails thanking the GCA for their hard work in putting together the carnival.  This year’s carnival was extended by having the Girl Guides spaghetti supper on Wednesday night.  The senor’s lunch was costly and not as well attended as expected.
8.3 Transportation – Howard Crerar reported that an update will be in the flyer.  There will be a new stop light on Bank St for hikers and skiers.  The problem of the pathway crossing very busy roads at Manotick Station Road and Mitch Owens remains a concern.

8.4 Recreation – Barry Duchene had no report.

8.5 Development – Dan McNicoll reported that the Findley Creek commercial development is underway.  Parkway Pentecostal Church has received approval for a new larger church.  The rink at Leitrem and Bank is to be improved.

9.0 Information Items

9.1 Housing Report - Wayne Throop announced he will be joining the management team in Kanata.  His assistant Sharon Lee or Michelle will be the contact for the GCA. Currently there are 107 homes for sale in Greely of which 40 have not yet been built.  The average price is $546, 892 while the average price of houses sold is $349,000.  There have been three house sold and two houses conditional sale so far this year.
