All residents of Greely are encouraged to identify any concerns they have with roads and traffic and bring them to the attention of the Greely Transportation Committee. Items
1. Parkway Road between Stagecoach Road and the Old Prescott Road
February 2011 update:

· resurfacing has been moved to 2012 from 2011
· the city’s 3-year plan will be available for internal circulation within the next couple of weeks

· the city will request that Robin Bennett attend the next meeting with the GTC

· GTC noted that it makes sense to coordinate the upgrading of Parkway Road with the development of Ken Gordon’s housing development cornering on Parkway and Old Prescott roads.

· in the meantime, regular maintenance will be required on the road
ACTION(s):

· Carina to follow up and report back at the next meeting
· Howard to send Carina a diagram of the proposed roadway as per the city of Ottawa web site (this information is available in the url listed below)
from Howard:

2.   Apple Orchard Road/Parkway Road/Stagecoach Road Intersection (Off-Set)
February 2011 update:

· this item is already on the city’s long-term issues list
ACTION:

· warrants were met for signalization of this intersection and a request for funds has been included in the 2011 draft capital budget to undertake a functional design study for this location as part of the 2011 New Traffic Control Program

· the offset will be addressed during the functional design study

· note that the 2011 capital budget has not been approved and it is possible that this item may be removed during the budget process

3.   Apple Orchard Road between Manotick Station Road and Stagecoach Road
February 2011 update:

· resurfacing moved to 2012 from 2011
· timing will be synched with the work to be done on Parkway Road (item 1 above)
ACTION:

· speed limit on Apple Orchard is 80 km / hour

· Tom will have a speed display board erected on Apple Orchard to capture speed statistics and inform drivers of their travel speed
· waiting for results from Tom’s testing

4.   Old Prescott Road
February 2011 update:

· resurfacing moved to 2013 – part of the Ken Gordon subdivision project
5. Manotick Station Road/Mitch Owens Road Intersection
February 2011 update:

· traffic light construction deferred from 2011 until traffic counts warrant a stop light

· study will continue / Steve Lyon

· with additional bicycle traffic generated by the ward 20 multi-use pathway and the dangers posed by bicycles crossing Mitch Owens at the rail corridor, GTC would like this issue to be revisited, bearing in mind safety issues for cyclists with the goal to install a stop sign in the spring of 2011

· GTC is perplexed that a stoplight would be erected on Bank Street between Lester Road and Conroy Road where minimal interaction with pedestrians and cars occurs while this issue has not been addressed
ACTION:

· Steve Lyon to continue study
6. Albion Road between Lester Road and Mitch Owens Road
February 2011 update:

· road improvements still not in the city’s 3-year plan, however, there is still a need for improvements, especially with the upcoming influx of traffic from Findlay Creek
· might be reviewing in the spring
ACTION:

· Carina to update Howard

· nothing received to date

7. Mitch Owens Road at Stagecoach and Albion Road Intersections
February 2011 update:

· GTC would like right-turn lanes for traffic heading westward on Mitch Owens, then turning northward onto Albion to facilitate traffic flow
· city of Ottawa indicated that Mitch Owens is a designated truck route and a right-turn lane would traverse the existing bicycle lane
ACTION:

· road work will be required to alleviate the congestion as the intersection is reaching capacity

· there is not enough capacity to give more time to a congested movement and not hurt the other movements as well

· the volumes are too great to easily make timing adjustments and fix everything

· Mitch Owens from Albion to Stage Coach will need to be re-assessed and re-examined to identify what will be required, i.e. what work is necessary, to alleviate the congestions

· Joseph Langiano planning to make additional timing changes to try to alleviate some delay experience

· timing adjustments were made in mid-November 2010 at Albion Road & Mitch Owens Road

· the city will continue to monitor this intersection and surrounding traffic control signals to better server all traffic

8. Bike Crossings on Old Prescott Road
February 2011 update:

· Issue 1

· a bicycle path runs parallel to Old Prescott Road southward from Sunset Boulevard / the path crosses Old Prescott between Sparkling Lake Way and Lake Forest Walk / warning signs needs to be placed on Old Prescott, warning traffic travelling in both directions of the crossing / the speed limit on Old Prescott at this point is 60 km per hour

· Issue 2 – resolved
· a bicycle path runs off the southeast corner of South Village Drive next to the residence numbered 6976 / South Village Drive is the first street which meets Lake Forest Walk when travelling westward / the bicycle path leads directly onto Old Prescott Road / a stop sign needs to be erected at the end of the pathway to prevent cyclists from proceeding onto Old Prescott
ACTION:

· Tom Carmody agreed to deal with issue 1 during the summer of 2010

· a fence was erected (by the developer ?) where the bicycle path meets Old Prescott

· it should prevent any mishaps from occurring

9. Stop Light at Mitch Owens Road & Limebank Road

· travelling along Mitch Owens from east to west or vice versa, a timer counts down to 3 . . . 2 . . . 1, then a hand signal appears instead of an orange light which is the standard for all other signals in the city

February 2011 update:

· stop lights in the city do not all work the same way

ACTION:

· an explanation was sent to Howard by Joseph Langiano
· it was very confusing

10. Greely Community Design Plan
· Greely Transportation Committee will draft a document which can be passed along to city representatives

11.  Manotick Station Road

February 2011 update:

· resurfacing completed

· new surface has begun to crack in many places

ACTION:

· road has a 1-year warranty

· Carina followed up with contractor and noted that Crack sealing was performed and it is expected to slow down the crack progression
· The city will continue to monitor the performance of the road during spring and summer of 2011
12.   Bank Street/Mitch Owens Road Intersection
February 2011 update:

· eastbound traffic on Mitch Owens backs up in the morning while people are trying to get to work

· Joseph Langiano performed a queuing study on this corner

· conclusion was a flashing green light is not warranted

· GTC observed long lineups of vehicles heading eastbound between 7:30 and 8:00

· virtually no traffic was travelling north or south along Bank Street at this time of day

ACTION:

· GTC suggests an advanced green light for traffic moving eastbound along Mitch Owens or an increase in the time the light remains green, i.e. increase time from 30 to 60 seconds

· city to perform an updated study in the May / June timeframe

· city study indicated that no traffic flow is within acceptable range and no further action is required

13.   Left Turning Lanes at the Dozois Road/Limebank Road/Mitch Owens Road Intersection
February 2011 update:

· GTC observed long lineups of vehicles travelling northbound commencing at 8:00 AM because school buses cannot make left-hand turns onto Mitch Owens quickly enough to prevent accumulation of vehicles

ACTION:

· Son Pham to perform a new study in May / June timeframe

· results provided by Joseph Langiano indicated that the delays are minimal and only occur at certain times of day and will not disappear with advanced left-turn arrows, this intersection will have to go through extensive geometric changes to include exclusive north/south left turn lanes, which is not necessary at this time
14. Albion Road/Lester Road Intersection
February 2011 update:

· it would be beneficial to add a right-turn arrow while traffic heading north on Albion uses the advanced green to move onto Lester Road 

· Son Pham noted that a right-hand turn lane could pose a potential safety issue for pedestrians

ACTION:

· right-hand turn arrow installed October 27, 2010
